
Mosha means ‘star’ in the Karen language and is the 
name of a beautiful three-legged elephant living at the 
pioneering Friends of the Asian Elephant Hospital (FAE).  
Mosha stepped on a land mine at just seven months old 
and became the first elephant in the world to receive a 
prosthetic leg. She’s the founding inspiration of Elephant 
Parade® who provide continued structural support to 
the hospital.
